396 Interdisciplinary Seminar ACP  Credit: 3 hours.

(CHP 296) Course is identical to CHP 395 except for the additional writing component. May be repeated to a
maximum of 6 hours. Prerequisite: Junior standing in or permission of the Campus Honors Program. Completion of
campus Composition | general education requirement.
